I was fitting the water pump (double acting) last night and came across a couple of snags.

Firstly the pump cannot be fitted to its' stretcher with both weigh shaft and pump stretcher in situ. My solution was to mill a double chamfer to a section on the top of the pump body without intruding into the transfer passage area. (See sketch). At first sight this may seem unnecessary but my thinking was that the feed pump is probably a weak link in the system and it would helpful if it could be removed easily without stripping down half the valve gear. The original pump is slightly smaller but may still benefit from modification.

Secondly the front fitting in the base of the pump, will foul the brake cross member for the driven axle. The solution here would seem to be to mill a "bite" from the centre of the member down to about the half way point using an end mill of say 5/8 dia.
